Entry-Level Driver Training Requirements for CDL Applicants
The new Entry-Level Driver Training (ELDT) regulations require that all entry-level drivers of commercial motor vehicles
(CMVs) who are subject to ELDT regulations receive training from a provider listed on EMCSA's Training Provider Registry .

To be eligible to take the Class A or Class B CDL skills test, the S or P skills test, or the H knowledge test, commercial driver's
license (CDL) applicants must have completed applicable entry-level driver training from a registered training provider.

What must drivers do to meet the ELDT requirements?

A State is not permitted to administer
the CDL skills or knowledge test to
driver if they cannot electronically
verify that these requirements are
met. A State may issue a commercial
learner’s permit (CLP) to a driver who
